1. Vocal Warm up A (Ups & Downs) or B (Tongue Twister)
Only one (1) warm up to be shown
Shown as a whole group
Examiner’s Choice
Vocal A - unaccompanied; Vocal B (Tongue Twister) accompanied

2. Group Vocal 
Shown as a whole group
·We’re All in this Together” – High School Musical

3.  Solo Vocal
One (1) song each student
·Born to Entertain – Ruthless; Believe– Finding Neverland; Doll on a Music Box – Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang; Shy – From Once Upon a Mattress; Snap – Happy Days; Make ‘em
Laugh– Singing in the Rain

4.  Monologue

One (1) each student
Chrissi; Marco; Gen; Alpana; Adam; Rafi

5  Improvisation

Performed in groups of three (3)
Examiner gives a short scenario to the students and a question about a talent quest. 
Examples: what would you do if your costume was lost in the dressing room just before
the talent show? You are performing when suddenly your costume began to fall apart?
You have left home without your music and just do not have time to go and get another
copy-  what would you do and how do you feel?
No verbal exchange between students
Time Limit: 1 minute
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7.  Dance Warm Up
Shown altogether
One (1) genre to be chosen by teacher from Classical technique; Jazz; Tap

8.  Dance Combination

Shown two (2) at a time
One (1) dance combination to be performed out of the three set in syllabus – Must be the
same genre as the Warm Up

9.  Performance
One (1) performance
Seen in groups of three (3) students as set in syllabus
Teachers choice of Lyrical, Jazz or Tap– Must be a different genre from Warm up & Dance
Combination
